Game 3 – College of San Mateo Bulldogs 15, El Camino College Warriors 14
FRESNO – An eight-run ninth inning lifted the College of San Mateo to an improbable 15-14 win over El Camino College on Saturday in the first elimination game of the 2010 California Community College State Baseball Championships at Fresno City College’s John Euless Ballpark.
The comeback win for the Bulldogs (33-9-1) keeps their season alive and they will play the loser between Ohlone and Rio Hondo tonight in the late game. The loss ends the season for the Warriors (32-11).
Six ninth-inning walks, a hit batter and a throwing error proved devastating for the Warriors as they entered the final inning up 14-7. The eight runs came on just three hits.
The tying and winning runs came courtesy of run-scoring walks from Ryan Allgrove and Chris Schindler for the Bulldogs. Joey Shaffhauser (3-2) took the loss for El Camino.
Justin Maffei and Nick White each had three hits and the duo combined for three runs and four RBI for the Bulldogs. Allgrove (2-for-4, one run, RBI), Thomas Wood (2-for-5, two runs, RBI) and O’Koyea Dickson (2-for-6, two runs, two RBI) also produce multi-hit performances for CSM.
Leading the offensive barrage for El Camino was leadoff hitter John Hein, who went 5-for-6 with four runs and one RBI.  Other offensive stars include Bobby Martin (4-for-6, two runs), Garrett Cooper, (3-for-5, one run, RBI), Aaron Deguire (3-for-5, one run, four RBI) and Jeff Miera (2-for-5, four RBI).
After being held to no runs on just one hit in Friday’s 13-0 loss to Ohlone, the Warriors jumped out to a 6-0 lead in the top of the first. 
San Mateo answered back in the bottom of the first with a pair of runs. Thomas Wood tripled to right and scored on a wild pitch. Two batters later, Nick White singled and scored on an RBI-double to left by O’Koyea Dickson.
After El Camino made it 7-2 in the third, Miera struck again in the fourth for the Warriors, driving in two more with a single to right, making it 9-2.
The lead grew to 11-2 in the top of the fifth inning before the Bulldogs began their comeback. An RBI-double by Joey Wallace and an RBI-triple by Dickson capped off a three-run fifth, cutting the deficit to 11-5.
CSM trimmed the deficit to 11-6 before El Camino responded with three seventh-inning runs to take a 14-6 advantage. An RBI-single to right by Schindler got the Bulldogs to 14-7 before the ninth-inning rally. 
GAME NOTES – In the top of the seventh inning, home plate umpire Gary DiFabio was struck in the head when a throw from left field got away from the catcher. After a 20-minute delay, DiFabio was removed and a substitute umpire took his place. DiFabio was taken to St. Agnes Hospital for stitches … both teams combined for 29 runs, 38 hits and 24 runners left on base … time of the game: 3 hours, 40 minutes.
