DAY 1-CCCAA MEN’S AND WOMEN’S SWIM AND DIVE CHAMPIONSHIPS
at East Los Angeles College Swim Stadium, Monterey Park
HIGHLIGHTS

The opening day of the 2011 State Meet featured three record-setting performances, including an eye-opening points mark set in the men’s 3-meter diving competition (held at Pasadena City College). 
Eddie Kollar of American River obliterated the previous record of 287.80 points set by El Camino’s David Austin two years ago. Kollar established a new record with his outstanding dives at 340.60. 

In the first state meet to be held at East LA College since 2000, Santa Monica’s Jeff Lum broke a 13-year record in the 200-yard individual medley with a champion time of 1:47.94. Lum never trailed and his time broke the old mark of Golden West swimmer Felix Sutanto (1:48.85) set in 1998.
SMC women’s teammate Michelle Liu was a surprising winner in the 100 IM at 59.33, edging Orange Coast’s Alyssa Schrader at 59.79. 

The third record set was the men’s 200 freestyle relay as Santa Rosa used a furious rally by Orange Coast to make the mad dash to the wall. Behind Trent Williams anchor leg, the Bear Cubs captured the title with a 1:22.20, beating OCC at 1:22.43. The photo finish was enough to beat the previous record of Diablo Valley of 1:22.22 (set in 2008). The other Santa Rosa swimmers were Matt Stuhr, Devon Jones, and Sean Malley.
Stuhr, a sophomore, would also swim to the 500 freestyle title at 4:30.13 while Jones made it a banner day for Santa Rosa by winning the 50 freestyle sprint in 20.92 seconds. Jones beat Mt. San Antonio favorite Jake Fletcher by just .11 of a second.

Mt. SAC’s Nicole Blum won the women’s 500 freestyle at 5:03.46. 

In team scoring, Orange Coast is leading both the men’s and women’s standings with 164 points for the women and 188 in men’s competition. OCC swimmer Kiersten Colesen won the women’s 50 freestyle, missing a state record by .24 with a time of 23.48. The Pirates won the men’s 400 medley relay at 3:24.48. 
The championships continue Friday-Saturday, April 29-30.
