Sophomore Katie Cotta threw just the 15th no hitter in the history of the CCCAA State Championships as she helped end College of the Siskiyous (39-8) season as San Joaquin Delta (43-1) cruised to 12-0 win in the elimination game of the 2011 California Community College Athletic Association Softball State Championships. 
Cotta struck out 11 Eagle batters, and walked just one in the victory. Rachel Borges went 2 for 4 with three runs and Erica Mireles went 2 for 2 with a run and a game high three RBI’s for Delta. Delta opened up the game with a four spot in the bottom of the first and then put the game away with eight runs, all on two outs, in the bottom of the fourth. All 12 Delta runs were unearned in the victory, as Siskiyous committed six errors in the contest.

With the win, San Joaquin Delta stays alive in the 2011 State Championships and will take on the loser of the Cypress and Mt. San Antonio College at approximately 8:00 PM.
