San Joaquin Delta College (44-1) advanced to their first ever California Community College Athletic Association Softball Championship Game on Saturday night with a 6-4 win over South #1 Mt. San Antonio College (42-6).  The Mustangs were held to just one hit over the first four innings before breaking out with four runs in the bottom of the fifth inning. 
Delta got the offense rolling in the bottom of the fifth when Rachel Borges ripped a single back up the middle of the field that scored Genevieve Reyna from second. Two batters later, Katie Etcheverry gave the Mustangs even more breathing room with a double off the left-center field wall that just missed being a home run that scored two more Delta players. Katie Cotta would wrap up the scoring in the inning with a bases loaded ground out RBI that gave them a four run cushion.
Mt. SAC would battle back in the top of the sixth using a bases loaded RBI walk by Vanessa Bracamonte and a Codi Arends single through the left side of the field to cut the Delta lead to two. Delta stud Katie Cotta got back to back pop ups to end the threat. 
Delta added some insurance in the sixth with a Mia King bloop RBI single to short, and a Trina Solario RBI single through the left side of the field that put the Mustangs up 6-2. In the top of the seventh,  Alyssa Gonzales led things off with a solo shot over the left-center field fence and two batters later Ashlynn Booker did the same. Tara Smith followed that up with a walk, but Cotta finally settled down and got back to back K’s to end the threat and game. 
Delta will take on Cypress College in the championship game tomorrow at noon. Cypress handed Delta their first loss of the season on Friday in the first game of the weekend 5-1.
