Cypress College (42-8) won their 7th State Championship in program history and second straight State Title on Sunday defeating San Joaquin Delta (44-2) 9-1 in six innings. 2011 State Tournament Most Valuable Pitcher Monique Hernandez went four innings, giving up two hits and one run as she finished a strong freshman campaign with a 17-5 record.
The Chargers picked up their back to back State Championships thanks to patience at the plate.  Cypress drew six walks and were hit by pitches four more times, three of which came in a pivotal eight run second inning.
 Cypress was able to chase Delta’s ace Katie Cotta after four straight bases loaded RBI walks in that inning. The final four runs in the inning would come thanks to an Arren Nunez RBI bunt single, a Jennifer Aanderud two RBI single through the left side of the field, and an Olivia Arredondo RBI single also through the left side of the field. 

Delta would struggle to get much offense going against Hernandez and Mia Magalona who pitched the final two innings of the contest. The Mustangs lone score came in the top of the fifth when Desirae Walsh drove in a run on a ground out to second base. 

Cypress would put the game away for good in the bottom of the sixth inning. Right fielder Cristina Crissman had the game winning RBI sacrifice fly to center field that scored Brianne Webster from third.

In the win, Cypress was led by Tournament Most Valuable Player Jennifer Aanderud who went 1 for 3 with a run and two RBI’s, and designated player Arren Nunez who was 2 for 4 with a run and an RBI.
