The Cerritos College women’s soccer team advances to the California Community College Soccer State Championships with a 3-0 win over Fresno City College in the semifinals held at Fresno Pacific University on Friday, December 7.
Beatriz Cornejo opened the scoring for Cerritos in the 32nd minute when Corina Villegas shot was saved by Fresno keeper Barbara Hensen but not controlled. Cornejo took the rebound and scored to put the Falcons up 1-0.

Cornejo scored her second goal of the game in the 44th minute on a cross from Villegas.
